Much disenssion has arisen in the Profession, in relation to the distinction
between typhus and typhoid fever. The majority of French writers, and
high authorities in our own country, recognizing a distinct disease, under the
latter title, or enteric fever, possessing most of the symptoms which mark
typhus, but distinguished chiefly by a violent affection of the intestinal
canal, producing diarrheea during life, and revealing to anatomical investi-
gation, a remarkable lesion of the mesenteric glands, and the glands of
Peyer—while the English triters generally consider enteric fever as only
a form of typhus, and not possessing those peculiar characteristics, that
would entitle it to rank as a distinct discase. This latter opinion has been
well stated by Cruveilhier, who in this respect differs from the majority of
